The Government of India (Central Board of Indirect Taxes and Custom — CBIT)
vide notification dated 27th February 2019 have announced Sea Cargo Manifest
and Transshipment Regulation (SCMT) 2019, which shall be effective from 1st
August 2019. This new regulation made it compulsory for Shipping lines, exporters,
importers to adhere to the defined timelines for the Cargo Manifestation for all
cargo arriving, departing and transhipping via India ports.
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The new mandatory data elements required are:

1 6 Digits HS (Harmonized) Code

2 IEC (Import and Export Code) of consignee

3. Pan Number of Notify Party (If Notify Party is from India)
4

Invoice Value %7
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Under this regulation, customers are required to submit Departure Manifest
electronically 5 days before vessel sailing from the Indian Port of call.
