INTRODUCTION

Inbound containers are 
devanned within 48 hours upon discharged and 
computer generated discrepancy / damaged 
reports are transmitted to our partners within 24 
hours after devanning. Special facilities within 
our CFS which include the use of heavy forklift & 
lorry crane as well as building of platform and 
lashing allow for the handling of both heavy lift 
and special cargo.



Additionally, CWT Globelink Singapore 
works closely with PSA Chemcare and Port 
Chemist to handle Dangerous Goods (DG) 
cargo. DG cargo, with its sensitive nature, if 
not properly controlled, present a potential 
hazard to human health and safety, 
infrastructure and/ or their means of 
transport.  In line with Globelink’s continual 
quest to provide world class service, we 
leverage on our current expertise to ensure 
a seamless CFS to CFS handling of DG 
cargo which gives us a competitive edge in 
this market.

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MEASURES FOR BROWN MARMORATED 
STINK BUG (BMSB) SEASON 2019-2020

The Australian Government Department of Agriculture 
have recently release measures for Brown Marmorated 
Stink Bug (BMSB) season 2019-2020. These 
measures were also worked closely with the New 
Zealand Ministry for Primary Industries to ensure that 
both Australia and New Zealand’s BMSB seasonal 
measures are consistent where possible.

Any target high risk goods which are manufactured in 
or shipped from the target risk countries will be subject 
to BMSB seasonal measures. Vessels that berth at, 
load or tranship from target risk countries from 1st 
September 2019 to 31st May 2020 (inclusive) will have 
to comply with these measures. 

The following countries have been categorised as target risk. Any target high risk or target risk goods which 
are manufactured in, or shipped from these countries will be subject to BMSB seasonal measures:

The DA will continue monitoring a number of emerging risk countries throughout the season and high risk and 
risk goods from these countries may be subjected to random onshore inspections.

ALL GOODS FROM THE TARGET RISK COUNTRIES

TARGET RISK COUNTRIES



Goods listed in below classification are categorised as target risk goods and will not require mandatory treatment 
for BMSB risk. They will however, be subject to increased onshore intervention through random inspection.

Note: For all other goods that are not categorised as target high risk and target risk goods the BMSB seasonal 
measures will not apply. Please note however these goods may be subject to the measures if they are part of a 
container or consignment that contains target high risk or target risk goods.

If a LCL/FAK container arrives into Australia and there is a shipment from a High Risk Country that is a High 
Risk Goods the full container will be turned away at POD and will have to be returned to the transhipment 
port.

All transhipments hub need to ensure that all documentation has been sent through to Australia on the day 
of sailing. This must include the following:

• Manifest, HBL, Ocean BL & BMSB fumigation certificate (For high risk goods)

• LCL and FAK containers with target high risk goods will be managed at the container level for BMSB risk 
prior to deconsolidation. Once these have been managed, the consignments within these containers will be 
processed at the Full Import Declaration (FID) level for all other biosecurity intervention (if applicable).

• Offshore treatment of LCL consignments and FAK containers with target high risk goods from target risk 
countries is preferred.

• Onshore treatment of LCL consignments and FAK containers with target high risk goods from target risk 
countries will be permitted at the container level.

• To assist in the timely management of LCL and FAK containers, Master Consolidators are required to 
provide a declaration of the LCL and FAK container no less than five business days prior to the first port of 
arrival in Australia.

• Where voyage duration is less than five business days, Master Consolidators are encouraged to provide 
a declaration within 24 hours of embarkation.

CARRIERS IMPOSING PENALTY FOR MISDECLARATION 

With increasing incidents where there are loss of lives, loss of assets and cargoes, 
significant costs incurred and delays, impact to environmental climate, the carriers 
are strengthening their inspection procedures and several carriers have decided to 
implement fines for any misdeclared or undeclared dangerous goods (DG) starting 
as early as August 2019. 

Evergreen was the first major carrier who announced misdeclaration fines, ranging 
from US$4,000 to US$35,000, with Hapag-Lloyd, HMM, OOCL and other carriers 
following suit. Hapag-Lloyd has reportedly instituted a penalty of US$15,000 per 
container for misdeclaration, effective 15 September.

DG declaration must be submitted and subjected to approval prior to booking 
confirmation by shipping lines. Any inconsistencies between the declared cargo in 
the documents and what is physically inside the container will result in a DG 
misdeclaration fine. The fine amount will depend on the extent of any discrepancy, 
with containers potentially being pulled out of service and put on hold if penalties are 
applicable. Any additional costs incurred for the corrective actions will be charged on 
top of the misdeclaration fines.

Carriers also said it would strengthen its inspection policy through additional 
verification prior to loading by selective or random inspections on DG and potential 
DG cargo.

International freight insurance specialist, TT Club, has backed the recent moves of 
carriers, describing such a practice of misdeclaration as “strongly suspected as 
being either the cause of, or at least contributory to, the spate of container ship fires 
in recent months”. According to the data on Cargo Incident Notification System 
(CINS), nearly 25% of all serious incidents onboard containerships are attributable 
to misdeclared cargos study shows that a major fire breaks out on a containership 
every 60 days.

Maritime research and consulting services have commented that while the threat of 
financial punishment might help to correct the behaviour of the less wilfully negligent 
shippers, it is unlikely to change the attitude of any rogue shipper who will still bet on 
evading the net.
